George Purdy, our Video
Librarian, reviews one of
our recent videos.

Putting People In
the Picture
with George Thompson

Hyou go to the Lowry Centre in Salford Quays
Grt Manchester, and closely study some of Lowry's
paintings, particularly those with dozens of
matchstick figures, you will suddenly feel that
these sparsely painted figures start to move,
bringing the whole painting to life. A flight of fancy
after a heavy lunch? Well no. As George
Thompson points out in his revealing video —
Putting People in the Picture adds depth and life to
a painting.

George starts off with a simple technique for
drawing single figures in proportion. From there, in
clear straightforward language, he demonstrates
how to draw figures in different modes; standing,
sitting, walking towards you and walking away
form you. Then by adding more figures he clearly
explains how to achieve drawing and painting a
group of people in perspective. George stresses
the importance of placing figures in a landscape
or townscape in size relating to their surroundings.

What is fascinating is how, in one demonstration
of people in a busy shopping area, he paints all
the background darks in first, leaving the figures in
silhouette. Then with a few carefully applied brush
strokes he shapes in the figures bringing the
whole painting to life.

In this video George works with line drawing,
watercolour and pastel taking us gently through
each facet of the demonstration with clarity.
