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Buildings, especially Yoadll

old ones, have a fasci- o

nation of their own for the

painter. How do you express with paint
and water the beautiful texture of old
brickwork, or the patina of weathered
stone and plaster? Well Richard Taylor
shows, in straightforward terms, how to
achieve the desired result. First he
emphasizes the need for good sketches
with back up photographs; they are the
lifeblood of the artist. Then tools of the
trade are no more than three brushes and
a paint box containing basic earth colours.
And most importantly - a kitchen roll.
The first of three paintings shows a beau-
tifully drawn old three storied terraced
house. A wash of raw sienna is applied to
the brickwork areas and roof. While still
wet the area is dabbed with kitchen roll.
This is followed by a very wet application
of burnt sienna with negative and positive
shapes painted in. The whole effect looks
amess. Then the kitchen roll is applied.
And magic - you have old weathered
brickwork. The roof is treated in the same
way using U/M blue and burnt umber.
The emphasis is for effect not detail.

The next two buildings are Parisian in the
grand style. Again the same treatment of
a raw sienina under painting followed by
a wet application of colour followed by
dabbing with the kitchen towel to achieve
the patina of old plaster and stonework.
Windows and shadows are painted in a
relaxed way to great effect.
