(part two)

With Richard Taylor\

Part two of this series begins by
Richard Taylor explaining his method
of producing perspective in buildings
which is simply to do a block draw-
ing of the side elevation and then
make sure that all lines for roof, win-
dows, doors, etc. converge.

Then, working from a photograph,
he demonstrates on a prepared draw-
ing of a two storey house his paint-
ing method of producing the texture
of brickwork and plaster. This con-
sists of an overall wash of raw sienna
followed by dropping in a mixture of
burnt sienna and burnt umber, which
is dabbed with a small brush then
blotted with a tissue. First impres-
sion, it all looks very messy (who has-
n’t been there!) but the result is
rewarding.

The final demonstration is of a half
timbered medieval cottage built of
stone, flint and plaster. Again the
overali wash as an under painting.
Then drop the paint in - dab dab
with a brush — blot blot with the tis-
sue. Its works! Windows, with a
mixture of cobalt and ultra marine
blue and painted in the same way.

If you like drawing and painting build-
ings this video and part one are well
worth watching.
