[Coastal Adventures
in Watercolour
by David Bellamy

It is approach-
ing that time
of year when
we may be
thinking of
spending a few
days down by the sea -
Cornwall or Penrith maybe, to do a
spot of sketching or painting of boats,
some rocky outcrop, or spectacular
headland lashed with pounding
waves. In this video David Bellamy
shows how how. From a small boat in
a force 4-5 knot wind he searches out
the best viewpoints emphasising the
need to get down to sea level for the
best compositions o sea, rocks and
headlands. Then with consummate
ease in a rocking boat and with a lim-
ited palette he produces various water-
colour sketches which at first appear to
be a glorious mess (his words) but
which transform into very useful
works for use in the studio.

One sketch of keen interest is of a har-
bour scene done with graphite water-
soluble pencils. The effect is dramatic
and the finished studio painting stun-
ning. During this demonstration there
are useful tips on retaining correct per-
spective of boats either on shore of in
the water. Also there is a very useful
tip on removing mistakes after scram-
bling up and down rocks he finally
wades in the sea to produce a sketch of
the cover picture, which is later paint-
ed in the studio.

After watching this video you will that
painting boats and rocky seascapes is
not such a daunting task after all. But
take your wellies with you.
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
