Do you like spreading
marmalade on your break-
fast toast? If you do, then | =720 _
this video is for you. ol
Colour Shapers have been
around for several years
and are certainly useful
for applying masking fluid

because the dried on fluid can be easily
scraped off without damage to the silicon tip.
But use them to paint a picture? Well, why
not.. Michael Sanders shows us how in his
cheerful matter of fact way.

First an explanation of the various shapes and
sizes. And there are more than you would
expect. Then into the first demonstration
which is of a harbour scene. A board is ready
prepared with black gesso primer. With a
chisel edged shaper blue oil paint is ‘spread’
carefully for the sky. As there is minimal detail
of the scene, a scraping out and a filling in
technique to produce detail and light and
shade effect to drawing of buildings. The
same treatment is applied for the sea and boat.
Spread on - cut in — scrape out. It works! A
pleasant picture is produced. This is followed
by a short demo for painting designs on tiles
and glassware using porcelain and ceramic
paint.

Finally a still life of a pineapple with apples
and bananas, sitting on a plate with two cups
and saucers.
